Coverage and Supplies: Sage will have training room hours beginning two hours before competition in the Neff Athletic Center for Troy games and in the Kahl Center for Albany campus games. A certified athletic trainer will be at all home in-season events.   Teams competing at off-site facilities MUST CALL IN ADVANCE for information on treatment options on game day.  
All visiting teams needing services are to make prior arrangements with the Athletic Trainer at each venue.  Call (518) 244-2068, my office phone, or email brodis@sage.edu at least one day in advance if your team will be traveling without an athletic trainer and will need assistance. Please send all necessary supplies and instructions for specific taping and treatments with your team.

We understand that our many venues may cause confusion prior to and on game day.  Our Athletic Training staff is easily accessible and happy to assist all of your teams and student-athletes.  It is important that you communicate with our office so that we know your team needs and can advise you whether to get treatment at our main facilities or at an offsite venue.
Modalities that are available at NAC are: Cold whirlpool; moist hot packs; ice; ultrasound; and electric stimulation. No treatment is permitted without appropriate documentation from team physician or staff ATC except for ice.  Water coolers, cups, ice bags, and emergency supplies including AED will be available at all competitions.
